
Minutes 

York Energy Steering Committee Meeting 

Thursday, September 20, 2012 at the York Public Library 

Present: Wayne Boardman, Victoria Simon, Hilary Clark, Paul McGowan, Stephen Kosacz, Peter 

Ashley, Phyllis Newman. Guests: Chief Chris Balentine, Roger Guay, Walter Pidgeon and Joe 

Carr.  

Chair, Wayne Boardman , called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. 

Discussion of Village Fire Station boiler replacement with Chief Balentine.  Wayne 

summarized the ESC activity to date – We chose the 5 town buildings for energy upgrades 

based on the energy reduction and costs payback. It was easier to put  the insulation on the 

outside of the Village Fire Station. The boiler was pulled out of the original plans. Chief 

Balentine was asked to make a presentation about a new boiler. 

Chief Balentine first thanked the ESC committee for its help. He introduced the team that was 

working on the expansion of the Village Fire Station and that had done the research of a 

possible new boiler. He said that they had considered a pellet burner, but didn’t think there was 

room for pellet storage. They  were recommending an LP boiler  built by Viessmann. Roger 

Guay distributed a packet with the specifications  and explained the merits of the  burner, 

which could be converted to natural gas if that became available in York. cost: $35,000. 

There was some discussion about the insulation under the radiant floor.  There is already the 

infrastructure for LP at the Fire Station.  

After the presenters left, we continued our discussion of the boiler information and the 

request.  The committee wanted more information about the feasibility of a pellet boiler, since 

that would use a renewable fuel source, would provide jobs in Maine, and not involve fuels that 

require the  “fracking” process, or are a by-product of the petroleum process.  

We decided to  ask two Pellet vendors to a meeting on Thursday, October 4th. Stephen will 

contact Maine Energy Systems and Peter will talk to someone from Revision Heat.  

We will ask them if they have done an installation in a Fire Station .  Wayne will clarify the 

figures about the gallons of oil/LP used and ask for corrections on the materials submitted by 

Roger Guay.  

2.Aprroval of Minutes; Victoria moved to approve both the July and August minutes. Motion 

approved unanimously.  



3. Status  of energy projects and SEI grant.  Wayne said that as far as he knows, everything has 

been completed and submitted to SEI on time. We thanked Wayne for the inordinate amount 

of time that he has spent on these projects. 

Due to the late hour, we didn’t discuss the remaining items on the agenda.The meeting was 

adjourned at 8:45.
