         I watched the Board of Selectmen's meeting on June 9th as they worked agenda related to the Police Station Project, ie. Applicant's Representative and ownership.

         I conclude, and I expect you would also, that the BoS will at their next meeting
deal with these issues again. But it is now obvious that the Site Plan Application, dated
on 3/14/14, is no longer valid for two reasons:

        1. SMRT engineer is no longer the applicant's rep. The Town Manger awaiting 
            appointment is.

        2. The Owners are now the five Selectmen (who have not signed the document
             or seen the application package yet.)

        Thus the application before the Planning Board is not valid; and the application is not complete for review at the next stage until these two deficiencies are corrected. (If not, who will be authorized to legitimately stand before you to present it?)

       It would be proper for the Chairman to notify the applicant of this deficiency in a timely manner to prevent delay. I suggest you give the applicant fair warning of your requirements for a proper Planning Board application submission and hearing.
